your path to victory – one who brings out the best in you.

Under Dr. Shashi Nijhawan’s leadership, Shivaji College was accredited by NAAC with 

Grade “A”. It was also selected for the prestigious Star College Scheme, an initiative of the 

Department of Biotechnology, Government of India. In India Today Rankings 2018, the college 

was ranked 11th in Humanities, 11th in Commerce, and 12th in Sciences in Delhi.

Dr. Nijhawan joined Shivaji College as the Principal in 2009. Her journey has been one of 

hard work, perseverance and dedication. Dr. Nijhawan joined hands with teachers and students 

in bringing monumental transformations in Shivaji College. Numerous initiatives ranging from 

environmental conservation to cultural promotion, from social service to entrepreneurial activities 

were undertaken with Dr. Nijhawan’s patronage. She spearheaded as well as extended her support 

to several eco-friendly initiatives and towards making Shivaji College a clean and green campus

Dr. Nijhawan also spared no eff ort in working for the cause of gender equality.

Under her leadership, the 

National Service Scheme (NSS) and National Cadet Corps (NCC) instilled a climate of care 

and passion for community service, and organised numerous health check-up programmes, 

blood donation and organ donation camps. Under her patronage, societies like Entrepreneurship 

Development Cell (EDC), Enactus, and Spade thrived. She created opportunities and avenues of 

learning innovatively through activities that promote business plans and entrepreneurial ideas. 

Shivaji College also attained the license for TEDx, which has until now hosted accomplished 

entrepreneurs, professionals, artists, sportspersons, and so on.

Dr. Nijhawan supervised and managed the administration, the academic and co-curricular 

life of the college to the smallest details. Whether it was admissions or appointments, teaching 

or learning, and events or meetings, she ensured her physical presence and maximum support.

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DISTINGUISHED ALUMNUS

Mr. N. Hariharan 
Senior Advocate, Delhi High Court

Mr. N. Hariharan graduated from Shivaji College, University of Delhi, with a degree in Botany 

Honours. While at Shivaji, he indulged in both curricular and extracurricular pursuits with equal 

enthusiasm. Mr. Hariharan served as the President of the Botanical Society of Shivaji College. 

He introduced the college to quizzing as an activity, and won several honours for the college at 

national and university level competitions.

After his graduation, he completed a Degree in Law from the Faculty of Law at the University 

of Delhi, while also working as a correspondent for The Patriot. With no family background in 

Law, he enrolled at the Delhi Bar in 1987; and over the last 33 years, he has cemented his presence 

in the fi eld of criminal legal practice. For his contribution to the practice and development of 

Criminal Law, the Delhi High Court designated Mr. Hariharan as a Senior Advocate in 2013. 

As an advocate for civil liberties and individual rights, he represented clients in the “Sura” 

Hooch Tragedy cases where over 200 people lost their lives due to the consumption of illicit 

liqour. As a specialist in criminal matters, he represented clients in the famous Shivani Bhatnagar 

Murder case and the Tehelka case in the early 2000s. He also appeared as the special counsel for 

Salman Khan’s prosecution in the Black Buck Shooting case. Later in the decade, he defended 

Rajya Sabha MP Amar Singh in the Cash for Votes Scam. Appearing for Reliance, he secured 

acquittals in the 2G Spectrum allocation matter. 

Besides representing and securing a discharge for Santosh Bagrodia, the erstwhile Minister of 

Coal in the Coal Scam case, he also represented Suresh Kalmadi and continues to represent others 

in the CWG scam. Presently, Mr. Hariharan represents former Union Home Minister and current 

Rajya Sabha MP P. Chidambaram and former Lok Sabha MP Navin Jindal. He also appears for 

Delhi CM Arvind Kejriwal, Minister of Health (Delhi) Satyendar Jain, and MLA Somnath Bharti 

among other members of the current Delhi administration.  
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In addition to his work as a senior advocate, Mr. Hariharan serves as a senior member 

of the Delhi High Court Legal Aid Society, which works to secure free legal counsel for the 

underprivileged. He continues to mentor several young advocates who join his offi  ces to fi nd 

their feet in the fi eld of criminal law. In an eff ort to disseminate quality legal education during 

the pandemic, Mr. Hariharan has delivered a series of lectures on criminal law titled “Crime and 

Punishment”, which are available for free on YouTube.

Since the early days of his career, Mr. Hariharan nurtured a deep concern for the welfare of 

the disenfranchised. In addition to doing several matters pro bono for underprivileged clients. He 

has been appointed amicus curiae in several matters to aid the legal system as an offi  cer of the 

court. Recently, he made signifi cant charitable contributions for COVID-19 relief and played a 

key role in organising members of the Legal Fraternity for Disaster relief work to aid the Kerala 

Flood Victims. Mr. Hariharan is also the president of the Kalavid Cultural Society, which is 

dedicated to preserving and promoting Hindustani Classical music in Delhi. He has also raised 

funds on several occasions for his alma mater in order to promote student activities and cultural 
understanding.

“Virasat 2019” was organised on October 18, 2019, and renowned Kathak 

exponent Padma Bhushan Dr. Uma Sharma and Sitar legend Pandit Shubendra Rao graced 

the occasion with a mesmerizing performance. Our college is also one of the few colleges in 

Delhi University that has acquired the licence for TEDx, and it successfully organised the second 

edition of the event on November 5, 2019.

The driving force in any institution, among others, is the staff  member. Shivaji College is 

particularly supportive of the teaching staff ’s and non-teaching staff ’s academic aspirations and 

professional goals respectively. Faculty members and administration staff  continually enhance 

their professional capacity by attending refresher and orientation courses, exchange programmes, 

and workshops throughout the year.

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SHIVAJI COLLEGE STEPS FORWARD: 
INITIATIVES TO COMBAT COVID-19

As the country found itself in the midst of COVID-19 outbreak and with a lockdown being put 
into eff ect in Delhi from March 16 to June 30, 2020, Shivaji College initiated necessary steps 
to ensure the safety and mental wellbeing of its students, teachers, and staff  members. Shivaji 
College also provided every possible support to extend the teaching-learning process even as 
personal safety and mental well-being remained the utmost priority. Following measures were 
taken to ensure continuity of academic routine: 

Swift Transition to Virtual Classrooms:

As the COVID-19 situation unravelled, the college transitioned to a virtual classroom through 
online platforms like Google Classroom, Google Hangouts, and Zoom. Classes were held as per 
the scheduled time table. The lockdown period provided ample opportunities to guide students in 
writing their assignments. Students were given greater inclusivity by also reaching out to them 
through Watsapp, SMSes, email correspondence, and even phone calls. At an institutional level, 
every teacher was oriented with these online interaction tools by furnishing a step-by-step manual 
on making use of the aforementioned online tools. 

Creating Database for E-Resources:

The college created an e-content repository on the college website to ensure a smooth exchange 
of study materials with the student community. With this initiative, the teachers could upload 
their study material directly on the college website, and the students could access them as per 
their convenience. 

Furnishing Access to Various Online E-Resources:

To maintain continuity of teaching and learning from home, the college provided its teachers and 
students with access to several e-resources for seamless learning. Teachers were provided remote 
login credentials to access online library resources at the Central Library of Delhi University, 
along with a step-by-step manual for accessing the same. Teachers were also provided access 
to N-LIST (National Library and Information Services Infrastructure for Scholarly Content), 
an e-resource database by e-ShodhSindhu Consortium, INFLIBNET Centre and the INDEST-
AICTE Consortium, IIT Delhi. 

We Care:

Keeping into consideration the crises infl icted by COVID-19 pandemic, the college sought to 
create a safe space for students with a continuous empathetic engagement.  An online counselling 
facility was set up to ensure physical and mental well-being of students. A help group of students 
headed by senior faculty members was created for the same. Measures were also taken to 
remain in touch with PG/outstation students and students with disabilities through telephonic 
conversations and WhatsApp. 
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Boosting Academic Activities through Webinars:

To keep the students positively engaged during the lockdown period, webinars under the aegis 
of IQAC were organised across departments and committees. A licensed version of Zoom was 
made available for this purpose and facilitated maximum participation of students. Apart from 
this, a Task Force of teachers was constituted to address technical challenges faced by teachers. 
Guidance on organising webinars using alternative platforms such as Meet and Goto was also 
furnished for a smooth functioning of academic work. 

Communication as the Key to Continuity:

Since the beginning of the lockdown, the college has emphasised on maintaining constant 
communication amongst teachers, students, and the administrative staff . To ensure this, the 
Principal interacted with numerous students on online platforms and assured them of every 
support, academically and otherwise. Weekly meetings of the teachers-in-charge and the Principal 
were held to discuss syllabus completion, challenges in online lectures, and other concerns. 
Furthermore, teachers diligently shared weekly reports of their classes through emails and Google 
forms. The teaching and non-teaching community was also continually informed of the advisories 
received from various authorities through emails. A separate database for COVID-19 updates was 
also set up on the college website. The Principal routinely communicates with the college staff , 
apprising them of the latest information and seeking suggestions on various matters pertaining to 
academics and mental well-being of everyone in the college.

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ACTIVITIES OF COMMITTEES

ALUMNI RELATIONS CELL (ARC)

The Alumni Relations Cell, Shivaji College, established in September 2019, aims to develop a 
robust network of alumni from various fi elds and parts of the world. The cell intends to function 
as a liaison between the current students and the alumni community, thereby facilitating an 
exchange of resources, opportunities and extension of mentorship. The cell was founded by Miss 
Nishtha Sethi, B.A. (Hons) Economics IIIrd Year, and Mr. Vaibhav Sinha, B.Com (Prog.) IIIrd 
Year Dr Darshan Pandey is the convener of the cell.

In a period of ten months, the ARC has been able to develop a database of over 500 alumni 
from diff erent fi elds and diff erent batches. The team consists of twenty enthusiastic volunteers 
from almost all Departments of Shivaji College.

The fi rst initiative undertaken by the cell was “The Know Your Alumni Initiative” wherein 
success stories of around 25 alumni members were published on various social media like 
Instagram, Facebook and LinkedIn. The second initiative was “Humans of Shivaji”, a unique 
portal to share stories pertaining to Shivaji College, to exchange referrals, fi nd like-minded peers, 
and seek guidance from the alumni seamlessly.

The Cell understands the signifi cance of practical skills and awareness about employment 
opportunities. In an attempt to build a culture conducive to constant upskilling and practical 
exposure, the Alumni Relations Cell has launched a weekly series called “My Experiments with 
Internships” where current and former students share their internship journey and takeaways to 
simplify the process for their juniors. 

The exceptional circumstances created by the global pandemic COVID-19 led to the closure 
of college campuses across the world. However, the ARC’s commitment to serve the student 
and alumni community alike did not fl ounder. The ARC organised a six webinar-series called 
“Unraveling COVID-19: What’s Next?” wherein prominent alumni shared their knowledge 
with students from not only Shivaji College but also other colleges of Delhi University. On June 
09, 2020, the Alumni Relations Cell hosted a national level webinar on “The Role of Media 
and Technology during COVID-19: Issues, Prospects and Challenges” with more than 4000 
participants in attendance. The webinar was streamed live on YouTube and Facebook. Prof K.G. 
Suresh, Former Dean, IIMC; Prof Sanjeev Bhanavat, Former Head, CMC, Rajasthan University; 
Mr. Dinesh Kandpal, Senior Producer, India TV; Ms. Archana Singh, Senior Journalist and TV 
Anchor, India TV; Ms. Suneeta Pareek, All India Radio, Patna; and Dr. Dilip Kumar, Dean & 
Head, Media Center, MERI, Delhi, were some of the distinguished speakers who addressed the 
participants in the webinar.

The Alumni Relations Cell has also hosted a talk show with Miss Tanya Chaddha (B.A. 
Programme, Batch of 2014-17). She is the Chief Coordinator of the Ladli Foundation Trust and a 
Diana awardee. She addressed the issues of gender stereotyping, sexual harassment at workplace, 
and provisions of the POSCO Act among others.
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With a bright future ahead of it, the ARC plans to broaden its horizons by implementing the 
following measures:

• STUDENT MENTORSHIP PROGRAM:  By instituting SMP, an alumni mentor will be 
allotted to a group of 5-10 students, who would then guide them through probable career 
paths and academic opportunities. It can be visualised as a gamechanger for the college as 
it will improve its ties with the industry. 

• ALUMNI LECTURE SERIES: The ARC plans to organise a bi-weekly Alumni Lecture 
Series where top-notch alumni could share insights with the students on operations, 
marketing, fi nance, analytics and research. 

• ENDOWMENT FUND: The ARC proposes to create an Endowment Fund by virtue 
of which the alumni members can give back to their alma mater and contribute to 
developmental activities such as funding a student’s start-up, sponsoring an EWS student’s 
education, installing latest experimental equipments, and so on.

• ALUMNI MEET: An annual alumni meet will be organised by the Alumni Relations Cell 
to allow former students to cherish old bonds and improve the institute’s overall ties with 
the Alumni Association.

ANTI-RAGGING COMMITTEE AND ANTI-RAGGING SQUAD

Shivaji College is a ragging-free institute of higher education. The Anti-Ragging Committee takes 
all necessary measures to prevent ragging in the college premises. CCTV cameras are installed 
at strategic places in the college for continuous electronic surveillance of the students. Posters, 
pamphlets and hoardings that provide helpline numbers to students are installed in the campus

The Delhi Police also gives intensive support to accomplish the above-mentioned objectives. 

On the Orientation Day, July 19, 2019, the students were apprised of the fact that Shivaji College 
has zero tolerance for ragging. The following steps were taken to ensure the safety of students:

• A fl ex was placed near the entrance of the college carrying the names of the committee 
with their mobile numbers and email id. This also carried the phone numbers of North and 
South Campus, University of Delhi, control room

• Several posters at various places in college including the notice board of every fl oor, 
library, and canteen were on display

• Vigilance squad of members of this committee were on rounds with morning, mid-
afternoon and post afternoon schedules. 

• A sealed complaint box was placed in front of the Vice Principal’s offi  ce for written complaints.

• A PCR van was requested for initial weeks of the college reopening to be parked outside 
the college gate.

• Students were also apprised of an anti-ragging app designed by UGC and the HIMMAT 
app of Delhi Police

• No complaints were registered this year.
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COLLEGE DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

CULTURAL COMMITTEE

Events Organised in 2019-20:

The fi rst-year students were familiarised 
with the institution’s facilities, norms, student services, semester examination, timetable, and 
internal assessment. Ms. Bhardwaj, while delivering a speech on the occasion, motivated and 
urged the students to pursue every path with passion and a solid goal in mind. The programme also 
included separate departmental orientation for the students. The day concluded with mesmerizing 
cultural performances by students of the music society Reverb and dance society Footloose.

Dictum, the debating society of Shivaji College successfully organised the 5th edition of 
the Annual Shivaji Bhonsle English Conventional Debate on September 19 and Annual 
Shivaji Bhonsle Hindi Parliamentary Debate from September 19-22, 2019. The National 
Level English Conventional Debate hosted 56 students from 28 institutions across the country.

Enactus India supported the project by mentoring 
the volunteers at Shivaji College and off ering suggestions.

• Menstrual Hygiene and Health Sessions: Enactus Shivaji conducted various menstrual 
hygiene and health sessions during the year in various government schools like Sarvodaya 
Girls Senior Secondary School, Shalimar Bagh, Kendriya Vidyalaya, Azadpur, and many 
more.

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GARDEN COMMITTEE

As per tradition, the Garden Committee of Shivaji College celebrated “Van Mahotsav”

campus were of fl owering plants (Ixora, Cassia). All faculty members, non-teaching staff  
members, and students participated in the tree plantation drive held in the garden in front of the 
computer lab; followed by sweets distribution to all. Shivaji College maintains the herbal garden 
for the promotion and conservation of herbal wealth. It is one of the best herbal gardens in the 
University of Delhi. It sustains many plants of medicinal value. 

The College was awarded the Dr. Meenakshi Gopinath Cup for the “Best Herbal Garden 
of University”, consecutively for the second time. Apart from this, it was also awarded the third 
prize and a highly recommended prize in the Category A during the 62nd Flower Show of the 
University of Delhi held on February 29, 2020, in the Mughal Garden, Vice Chancellor’s Lawn.

Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC)

In compliance with NAAC guidelines, the college has an IQAC that oversees the quality of 
academic engagements and progress in the college. In the words of the former Principal Dr. 
Shashi Nijhawan, the IQAC is “the soul of the college”. It steers the institution towards excellence 
through numerous institutional practices. Internal academic audit, administrative audit, review of 
pedagogies and use of ICT in various disciplines, and assessing learning outcome are conducted 
every semester. The IQAC members are drawn from across the departments, administrative 
staff , and students in the college. The core members also include alumni, parents, and other 
stakeholders.

• A webinar was organised under the aegis of Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) 
of Shivaji College entitled “Constructive Living and Education in the Times of Corona 
Crisis” at 11 a.m. on May 13, 2020. Prof. Dinesh Singh, Chancellor, K. R. Mangalam 
University was the invited speaker at the event. Prof. Singh, while deliberating on 
the COVID crises the world is presently dealing with, noted the new dimensions and 
opportunities this outbreak has unfolded, thus indicating the silver linings in the cloud.

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LIBRARY COMMITTEE

The fully computerised library of the college subscribes to 15 newspapers, 24 magazines and 
journals. It acquired 2,175 books in the academic year 2019-20. Total number of books available 
in the library is 78,222 apart from 286 Braille Books. KOHA Library software with RFID system 
was procured and installed to improve the security of books in the library. The library management 
software provides better service to the users, enabling students to self-issue or return books. Book 
drop facility has been provided to the users for self check-in of the books along with campus-
wide Web OPAC Access. The committee also organises a literary fest in collaboration with the 
Literary Society of the college. 

NATIONAL CADET CORPS (NCC)

The National Cadet Corps unit at Shivaji College is known to be one of the most dignifi ed units. 
Shivaji College NCC is privileged to train and motivate cadets. The cadets are disciplined, 
passionate, and determined.

The cadets of Shivaji College are responsible, united and secular citizens of 
India. Shivaji College has two units of NCC (Boys Division and Girls Wing). The Boys NCC Unit 
at Shivaji College is attached to the 2 Delhi Battalion, ITI Pusa, New Delhi, and Lt (Dr) Rajinder 
Singh is the associate NCC offi  cer for Boys Division. The Girls wing comes under 7 Delhi Girls 
Battalion, Kirti Nagar and Lt (Ms.) Deepti is the ANO of the NCC Girls wing. Overall, there 
are 320 seats in the college (160 in each Unit). The cadets are off ered a variety of courses and 
training wherein they inculcate or develop incredible skills and offi  cer’s qualities.
