Shivaji College, takes great pride in commemorating its 61 years journey of academic 

excellence and service to the community on its 61st Annual Day. Over the past six decades, the 

college has been a beacon of guiding light to the community and has nurtured several thousand 

responsible citizens of this country. 

Instituted in 1961 by the Hon’ble Dr. Panjab Rao Deshmukh in Matiala village with the vision 

of spreading higher education amongst all segments of the society, the college has made 

phenomenal progress. From being an institution housed in a primary school building in Matiala 

village with only 20 teachers, 400 students and offering only three courses (BA, BCom Pass 

and Pre-Medical Studies), today it has become a premiere educational institute. Shivaji College 

was accredited with Grade “A” by NAAC in the Academic Year 2015-16, with CGPA 3.06 on 

a 4-point scale and was ranked 31st among the Science Colleges, 26th in Commerce and 39th in 

Humanities by India Today in 2021. It was ranked 54th all over India by the National Institute 

Ranking Framework, MHRD, and Govt of India in 2019. In 2020, the rank came up to 51st in 

NIRF 2020. In 2019, Shivaji College was also awarded the financial grant under the prestigious 

DBT Star College Scheme, an initiative of the Department of Biotechnology, Government of 

India. In the years 2015-20, 13 out of 18 departments of the College were awarded research 

funds by the Indian Council of Social Science Research (ICSSR), Department of Science and 

Technology (DST), Department of Biotechnology (DBT), Science and Engineering Research 

Board (SERB), University Grants Commission (UGC), and the University of Delhi. 

Our journey, from being an institution imparting education to first generation college goers in 

Matiala village in the 1960s to becoming a centre of academic excellence with a rigorous 

research ecosystem in the digital age of the 21st century, would not have been possible without 

the continuous guidance and untiring efforts of our notable principals. This 61st year, we pay 

homage to the founding fathers of the institution as well as the leadership of our principals. 

This 61st Annual Day is indeed momentous as it marks the college coming back to its physical 

(offline) mode after a hiatus of two years when all teaching, learning and administrative 

functions were shifted to the online mode because of the covid lockdowns. If the year 2020 

marked our determined spirit in the face of adversity as we took up the challenge of seamlessly 

transforming the whole teaching, learning, research and administrative work online, 2022 

marks our commitment to get back on track in the physical offline mode and achieve greater 

heights.

It is a matter of great pride and honor to extend a warm welcome to our Chief Guest for the 

day, Mr. Kailash Gahlot and our Guest of Honour Mr. Shashank Atom on the occasion of 

Annual Day of Shivaji College. I also would heartily like to welcome our Distinguished 

Alumnus, Dr. Renu Kathpalia the parents, members of the teaching and non-teaching 

fraternity of the College and above all, our dearest students. It is indeed a proud moment for 

all of us as we are organizing the Annual Day of the College through an offline medium after 

a gap of two years. 

As I look back over the last academic year 2021-22, I feel a sense of pride and delight 

particularly the way our College has travelled a long path and victoriously scaled new heights 

by overcoming all forms of adversities. While I reflect on the journey from the Covid – 19 era 

to relatively better times now, my belief in this institution and its members becomes stronger 

with a renewed zeal for positive times ahead. The pandemic had transformed the college into 

a technologically advanced institution with the organization of numerous online events and 

webinars, the shift to digital classrooms through online platforms and access to digital material, 

e-resources and e-content for students and faculty. The present times carry forward the same 

spirit of learning and advancement when we have started offline classes and ensued upon a 

journey full of future hopes and promises. 

Shivaji College is a co-educational constituent college of the University of Delhi with 4109 

students consisting of 18 departments offering 26 undergraduate courses and 3 postgraduate 

courses. The faculty comprises 195 teaching and 109 non-teaching members. The College was 

ranked 31 among the Science Colleges and 26 in Commerce and 39 in Humanities by India 

Today in 2020-21. The college has been ranked 70 by NIRF 2021 and 30 by Outlook India. 

Shivaji College was also selected by the Department of Biotechnology (DBT) under its Star 

College Scheme, receiving financial support for four departments; namely, Zoology, Botany, 

Chemistry and Biochemistry. The College has also been awarded with the Zee Hindustan 

Award for Education Excellence 2021 in September 2021. 

The College has made great strides ahead with the broadening of our horizons in research and 

enhanced through online teaching-learning, and with the commencement of academic activities 

in offline mode since February, 2022, I firmly believe that our growth will progressively 

continue. Through the introduction and upgradation of the College portal named SPACE 

(Shivaji Platform for Academic Connect and Empowerment), a digital interface and an 

ERP system that integrates and digitalises all the functionalities of the college system, various 

activities have been successfully streamlined. It is also a great honor for all of us that the 

yearlong Diamond Jubilee Celebrations of Shivaji College was concluded through a grand 

event. Shri M. Venkaiah Naidu Ji, the Honourable Vice President of India was the Chief 

Guest of the Concluding Event, held on 25th August, 2021 where he addressed a large 

gathering virtually and lauded the efforts of Shivaji College as a Nation-building            

Institution. It is also a matter of great pride for all of us that the Physics Department of the 
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College has been selected as one of the Network Institutes of Indian Institute of Remote 

Sensing-Indian Space Research Organisation (IIRS-ISRO), Department of Space, 

Government of India. 

The college had formed several Cells and Committees to address the needs of the Covid era. 

They are continuously contributing towards the advancement of the College. The E- Learning 

Cell which was constituted for the purpose of keeping the faculty and students updated on the 

latest technological advances in ICT, held several training programs and online courses in 

collaboration with Coursera, Step up Analytics and Spoken Tutorials, IIT Bombay. The 

Research and Innovation Cell of the College has been strengthened to facilitate and support 

research interests among faculty members. Under the aegis of CRC, the college initiated an 

Intramural Research Scheme with a grant of (upto) Rs 30,000/- to faculty members and 

students for a year long minor research project. Total five research proposals were received 

and based on the recommendations of several experts all the proposals were approved. Along 

with these the Remedial Cell of the College has been revived again in 2021 to cater to the need 

of remedial classes of all subjects for the students. We hope that this Cell would provide the 

students with a new platform of growth beyond conventional classrooms. 

The Alumni Relations Cell (ARC) and the Centre for Promotion of Inclusivity (CFPI) had 

been constituted to maintain the connection between the College and alumni and to address 

issues of marginalisation and discrimination to promote inclusivity and acceptance in society. 

It gives me immense happiness to inform you all that both these societies are doing excellent 

work in order to achieve the objectives with which they were initiated. Disha, the Civil 

Services Society of Shivaji College has held several interactive talks and webinars this session 

to motivate our students in pursuing the prestigious Civil Service Examination. Enactus 

Shivaji, which is part of an international organization, is dedicated to creating a better world 

while developing the upcoming generation of social entrepreneurs. 

The Equal Opportunity Cell (EOC) of Shivaji College had been formed to provide assistance 

to the differently abled students. The Cell distributed a scholarship amount of Rs. 2,70,000 

(Two Lakh Seventy Thousand) – which is Rs. 10,000 each to 27 differently abled students in 

the Academic Year of 2021-22. The Fee Concession Committee invited applications from 

students for fee concession in the month of November 2021. I am happy to inform that a total 

amount of Rs. 24,46,000 was disbursed as fee concession for the underprivileged students of 

the College. The Finance and Investment Cell (FIC) of Shivaji College, founded in 2019, is 

a student-run educational society that strives to spread financial literacy amongst today's 

youngsters and future prospective financial specialists. Like always, in the previous year too 

they had organized several events to increase financial consciousness amongst various 

stakeholders of the society. The Vidya Vistar Scheme (V2S) is a new initiative being 

implemented by the University of Delhi in the year 2021. The aim of the Vidya Vistar Scheme 

is to maximise the contribution of higher educational institutions to nation-building through 

optimum utilisation of their potential existing resources. In continuation to this Shivaji College 
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had also instituted the Committee of Implementation of National Education Policy 2020 in 

August 2021 with the vision of “Holistic Development through education”. The committee 

envisions to generate awareness among all the stakeholders about the goals of NEP 2020. 

Various community outreach programmes like Blood Donation Camps were organized by 

NCC cadets of Shivaji College. NCC cadets also planted trees and plants at their respective 

places to increase the environment friendly approach amongst people. The cadets also attended 

various camps which include – Republic Day Camp 2022, Rashtriya Swachhta Abhiyan 

Rajpath 2021, Parasailing 2022, Ek Bharat Shreshth Bharat 2021 and several others. The NSS 

Unit of Shivaji College is dedicated to the cause of social empowerment and education, and 

initiatives related to rural development, healthcare, and the environment are undertaken 

regularly in this spirit. They organized various events like E-Pledge on National Voters Day 

January 25, 2022, created awareness about ‘Government Schemes for Girl Child’, held a 

webinar on National Youth Day, January 11, 2022 amongst various other initiatives. 

Apart from these academic and outreach endeavors, the College continued dynamically with 

its cultural and creative environment. We could successfully conduct Vibrations 22, the Annual 

College Fest as an entirely offline event between 5th and 6th April, 2022 only because of the 

dedicated and hard work of the College Cultural Committee and members of the teaching and 

non- teaching community. The Chief Guest of the Inaugural Ceremony was Ms. Gauri 

Diwakar, eminent Kathak dancer and the Samaveda Band were the star performers of the 

Event. The inspirational words of Ms. Gauri Diwakar provided the much-needed energy that 

continued for the next two days. The Inaugural Ceremony was also attended by the Chairman, 

Governing Body of the College, Mr. Gaurav Sharma and other members as well. There 

were various events that took place as part of Vibrations’ 22 including an Inter-College Dance 

Competition, an Inter-College Fashion Show Competition, Debate Competition organized by 

Dictum – the Debate Society of Shivaji College and many more. The Event witnessed an 

active participation of students of all the years as it was happening after a gap of almost two 

years. The different events of Vibrations gave them back the kind of college life that they were 

missing since the Pandemic era was initiated within our lives. 

In addition, several online hands-on entrepreneurial activities were conducted through societies 

such as Placement Cell and SPADE. SPADE, the Socio-Economic Society of Shivaji College 

organized several Webinars on Climate Change and Documentary Making in collaboration 

with CEED under Vidya Vistar Scheme. The Placement Cell of the College also organized 

several webinars, interactive sessions and workshops which range from making basic career 

choices to help preparing students for specific examinations or increasing their interview skills. 

TEDx Shivaji College is a community of dedicated and likeminded students and professors 

aiming to achieve the spirit of TED’s mission of discovering news ideas worth spreading. In 

October 2021, TEDx Shivaji College organised its iconic event.

With this vision, the college 

Research & Innovation Cell works to nurture research culture among the faculty members and 

students by encouraging them to pursue research-based activities in newly emerging and 

challenging areas. The cell conducts programmes such as webinars, invited talks, and 

workshops throughout the academic session to motivate the faculty members and students to 

undertake research activities. 

The mid-term evaluation of seven minor research projects sanctioned in the academic session 

2020-2021 was carried out by the cell, which was further accepted by the competent authorities. 

Out of these seven projects, two projects having file number MRP/2020/0001 and 

MRP/2021/0008 are complete in all respects including external evaluation and presentations 

by the students. However, for the remaining five projects extensions were requested and 

looking at the current scenario due to pandemic COVID-19, the extensions were granted as per 

rules. The fresh call to invite minor research project proposals under the Intramural Research 

Scheme of the college for the academic session 2021-2022 was made on 24th December, 2021 

and the call was open till 20th January, 2022 which was further extended till 30th January, 2022 

and finally extended till 10th February, 2022. 

Total five research proposals were received. The proposals, which were in-order, were sent for 

two independent blind reviews by eminent experts of national and international repute under 

scientific social responsibility of an academician. Based on the recommendation of experts the 

decision for financial assistance to the projects was taken. All five research proposals were 

approved. Following due procedures and necessary approvals from competent authority the 

Approval Letter, Sanction Order and the Date of Start of the project were issued to all five 

approved proposals by the cell. In this academic session, the total number of beneficiaries from 

this scheme are 36. Out of which, teacher beneficiaries are 08 and student beneficiaries are 28.
