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THE INSTITUTION

Shivaji College, a premier institution of academic excellence, takes pride in celebrating its
Diamond Jubilee 60" Annual Day on July 27, 2021. Founded in 1961, we take great honour in
commemorating its 60 years of grit and perseverance in reaching frontiers of excellence. The
institution in past years has made impressive strides in revisioning and shaping the community by
imparting life changing education.

The college was established by the well-known social activist, farmer leader and India’s first
Minister of Agriculture, Dr. Panjabrao Deshmukh with the vision of spreading higher education
amongst all segments of the society. Following our founder’s legacy, our beloved Institution
has always envisioned to uphold its motto of “Amritam Tu Vidya” which means “Knowledge is
Eternal.”

Over the past six decades, the college has traversed an extraordinary path from being an
institution housed in a primary school building in Matiala village with only 20 teachers, 400
students and offering only three courses (BA, BCom Pass and Pre-Medical Studies) to becoming
one of the finest institutes of higher education in the country. Our institution today has 18
departments which offers 26 undergraduate courses and 3 post graduate courses to 3939
students. With the strength of 195 teachers, out of which 129 have PhD degrees, we have a
league of highly qualified and research-driven faculty.

It is significant to note that Shivaji College was awarded Grade “A” by NAAC Accreditation
in the Academic Year 2015-16, with CGPA 3.06 on a 4-point scale. The College was ranked 31
among the Science Colleges and 26 in Commerce and 39 Humanities by India Today in 2021.
The college has been ranked 51 by NIRF 2020. In 2019, Shivaji College was also awarded the
financial grant under the prestigious DBT Star College Scheme, an initiative of the Department
of Biotechnology, Government of India. Through a wide range of scientific projects and
initiatives, we have attempted to encourage a strong research ecosystem. In the years 2015-20,
13 out of 18 departments of the College were awarded research funds by the Indian Council of
Social Science Research (ICSSR), Department of Science and Technology (DST), Department
of Biotechnology (DBT), Science and Engineering Research Board (SERB), University Grants
Commission (UGC), and the University of Delhi.

Shivaji College has been, and continues to be a cradle of great diversity in all walks of life.
From once changing the lives of the very first learners in Matiala village in the 1960s, to the
technologically informed modern generation, we as an institution have come a long way under
the guidance and untiring efforts of the principals throughout the six decades.

To see this
dream materialise in front of our eyes has been a miraculous experience for all of us who have
been associated with the College.

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DISTINGUISHED ALUMNUS

Prof. Rakesh Kumar Seth
Professor, Department of Zoology
University of Delhi

Prof. Rakesh Kumar Seth is Professor in the Department of Zoology, and head of ‘Applied
Entomology and Radiation Biology’ Unit, University of Delhi since 2000. Prof. Seth pursued
his meritorious academic career in Delhi University having an all through distinction in
B.Sc. (Hons), M.Sc. and M.Phil. Prof. Seth graduated in the first batch of B.Sc. (Hons) from
the prestigious Shivaji College of Delhi University in 1977. He got his Ph.D. degree (Delhi
University) in 1985 for a novel piece of research work on Radiation Entomology.

Prof. Seth got inducted in the University of Delhi in 1990. Prof. Seth has a sound experience
of more than 30 years in research and teaching. Prof. Seth has supervised research of 12 Phd, 23
M.Phil. and more than 75 M.Sec. students. He is Fellow of the National Academy of Sciences,
India (FNASc), Fellow of Royal Entomological Society (FRES), Fellow of Nuclear Society
for Agriculture and Sciences (FNAS), Fellow of Entomological Society of India (FESI).
He is a Life member of seven distinguished scientific bodies. He has been teaching Applied
Entomology, Radiation Biology, Insect Behaviour, Animal Physiology, Endocrine Physiology,
Chronobiology in M.Sc. Zoology, Delhi University, with a magnificent micro-dissection skill and
expertise in physiology (especially frog heart exercises). Prof. Seth has been teaching a distinctly
designed unique course on “Radiation Biology and Insect Control” in M.Phil. in the Zoology
Department, Delhi University since 1996.

He is an established investigator in the area of Applied Entomology. In his five International
Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) supported projects, his work has unambiguously (i) established
radio-genetic ‘Inherited Sterility Technique’- a modified Sterile insect Technique (SIT), for
management of a tropical pest, Spodoptera litura, (ii) demonstrated ‘Inherited Sterility’ in
Manduca sexta and Maruca vitrata (ii1) established the adjuvant effect of Entomopathogenic
nematodes (EPNs) with radio-genetic ‘F, sterility technique’, as a biorational approach. He is
devising newer biorational approaches (including EPNs and biopesticides) in conjunction with
‘Inherited Sterility technique and other nuclear techniques. In an European Commission (EC)
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Project, he has done in depth studies on male reproduction for optimization of the radio-genetic
control tactics. A most definitive review to-date on the eupyrene and apyrene dichotomy in insect
sperm has resulted therefrom in ‘Advances in Insect Physiology’ in 2005. He has extended his
work on Radiation technology towards control of disease-vectors and stored product pests. Parallel
studies have also lead to molecular understanding of the intrinsically high radio-resistance of St9
(Lepidopteran insect cells). Prof. Seth was also involved in an important International project,
“Spodoptera litura genome sequencing project” that fetched in a publication in ‘Nature Ecology
& Evolution’ in 2017.

He is an acknowledged leader in the radiation mediated Sterile Insect Technique and °F,
sterility’ tactic and has published ca. 100 papers in peer reviewed International and National
journals with high impact factor. Dr. Seth has more than 125 presentations to his credit at various
International and National platforms.

His achievements include DST Young Scientist Award (1987), National UGC Research
Scientist award (1990); EC Post-Doc Fellowship [1991-°92], seven International Projects,
seventeen National projects. Prof. Seth was conferred Lifetime Achievement Award — 2020 by
Dr. B.Vasantharaj David Foundation for his contribution in Applied Entomology with focus on
pest management.

Prof. Seth had scientific collaboration with Bath University (UK), International Centre for
Genetic Engineering and Biotechnology (ICGEB), Nuclear Research Laboratory, CDFD, IARI
and INMAS (Ministry of Defense). He has an artistic perspective also to his illustrious career, as
evidenced by his winning of International Logo Contest of IAEA, Vienna (1990).

His work has consistently supported philosophy of intercepting pest reproduction rather than
instant killing for pest management. Prof. Seth inherits the high caliber legacy of the School
of Entomology of University of Delhi and has continued to set high standards of research and
teaching in Entomology, Radiation biology and Physiology.
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PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

I would like to extend a warm welcome to our Chief Guest for the day Ms Priyanka G IAS, on
this 60th Diamond Jubilee Annual Day of the College, which is indeed a profound moment. I
also would heartily like to welcome distinguished alumnus Prof R.K Seth, parents and above
all, our dear students.

As I look back over the last academic year 2020-21, I feel a sense of pride at the way our
college has emerged victorious and strong, our torch ever shining bright in the darkest of times.
I reflect on the journey we have gone through not as a rocky path full of obstacles but as a
road to the transformation of Shivaji College. The Covid - 19 era has transformed the college
into a technologically advanced institution with the organisation of numerous online events
and webinars, the shift to digital classrooms through online platforms and access to digital
material, e-resources and e-content for students and faculty.

Shivaji College, accredited with grade “A” by NAAC, is a co-educational constituent
college of the University of Delhi with 3939 students consisting of 18 departments offering
26 undergraduate courses and 3 postgraduate courses. The faculty comprises 195 teaching and
109 non-teaching members. The College was ranked 31 among the Science Colleges and 26 in
Commerce and 39 Humanities by India Today in 2021. The college has been ranked 51 by NIRF
2020. Shivaji College was also selected by the Department of Biotechnology (DBT) under its
Star College Scheme, receiving financial support for four departments; namely, Zoology, Botany,
Chemistry and Biochemistry. Moreover, the College was awarded the Dr. Meenakshi Gopinath
Cup for the ‘Best Herbal Garden’ in the University at the 62nd Flower Show held in 2020.

We have broadened our horizons in research and enhanced online teaching-learning.
The college upgraded to the latest technology and online resources. One of these remarkable
achievements was the launch of SPACE (Shivaji Platform for Academic Connect and
Empowerment), a digital interface and an ERP system that integrates and digitalises all the
functionalities of the college system that were previously maintained manually. As part of the
Diamond Jubilee Celebrations, several webinars and lectures were organised where eminent
guests such as Prof. M. Jagadesh Kumar, Vice Chancellor, JNU; Prof. P.C. Joshi, Vice
Chancellor, DU and Prof. Rakesh Bhatnagar, Vice Chancellor, BHU had shared their valuable
insights.

The college has formed several Cells and Committees to address the needs of the Covid era.
The E- Learning Cell was constituted for the purpose of keeping the faculty and students updated
on the latest technological advances in ICT, which held several training programs, two online
add-on courses in collaboration with IIT Bombay and one week FDP training programmes for
teachers. The Research Cell of the College was strengthened to facilitate and support research
interests among faculty members. Under the aegis of CRC, the college initiated an Intramural
Research Scheme with a grant of (upto) Rs 30,000/- to faculty members and students for a year
long minor research project. Various training sessions have also been conducted to make the
teachers and students aware of the different modalities of online teaching and learning. The
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college has constituted a Student Grievance Cell to address grievances related to examinations
and academic activities during COVID-19. The Centre for Promotion of Inclusivity (CFPI) was
constituted to address issues of marginalisation and discrimination and to promote inclusivity and
acceptance in society. The college also set up a HELP GROUP comprising students and senior
faculty to assist students in distress. It’s a matter of immense pride that we could inaugurate a
Covid19 vaccination camp at the college in association with Delhi University Health Centre
(West Campus).

To ensure active academic engagement and smooth functioning of the online education mode,
we held weekly meetings with students and Teachers-in-Charge to discuss syllabus completion,
regularity of classes, and other matters. Furthermore, teachers diligently furnished weekly reports
of their classes through emails and Google forms. We have also upgraded our infrastructure and
tried to streamline it according to the present necessities. As part of the process we have revamped
and upgraded our College Website by making it more user friendly for both the teaching and
non teaching staff and the students of the College. Audio Visual systems were installed in the
Committee Room so that online meetings and other activities can be smoothly conducted. In
addition to the fee concession given every year to students from economically weaker sections
of the society, the College provided a concession of Rs. 6,350/- to all the students keeping into
consideration financial challenges faced by many families in the wake of the COVID pandemic.
This year we have also created the posts of Media Coordinator and Social Media Coordinator
to increase the dimensional growth and visibility of the College keeping in mind the fact that
these mediums are of remarkable significance in the present scenario of this ever changing world.

Through my long association with the College in various capacities at the teaching and
administrative levels, it is also a moment of personal happiness for me to see the College growing
every year and reaching new heights following the footprints of all recent global developments. I
find myself to be very fortunate to be able to witness this rise from such a close quarter which is
both a personal and collective cherishable memory for all of us.

Various community outreach programmes were also carried out. NCC cadets of 7 Delhi
Girls Bn, Shivaji College spread awareness about Covid19 safety protocols through social media
and their effort was recognised by the NCC Directorate Delhi. NCC cadets also planted trees
and plants at their respective places during lockdown. The cadets were also on duty during the
Covid19 vaccination camp in the college. NSS student volunteers started a Task Force to
extend support and information pertaining to emergency and essential services required in dealing
with Covid. During the second wave of Covid, NSS volunteers have been helping people get
oxygen cylinders, medicines and have been providing information about availability of beds
in hospitals. Their efforts have been appreciated in the media too. NSS and Enactus made great
efforts to promote awareness about menstrual hygiene through menstrual pad drives and several
health sessions. A drive for Earth Saviour Foundation was also conducted by NSS where
essential food items were collected for Covid infected areas. Enactus Shivaji conducted several
webinars on Mental Health, Menstrual Hygiene, Soft Skills, Sustainable Development and
Breast Cancer Awareness. Enactus researched on the new project which involves the cultivation
of mushrooms from stubble and growing Mycelium as a substitute for plastic.
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Apart from these academic and outreach endeavours, the College continued dynamically with
its cultural and creative environment. Vibrations 2021, The Annual College Fest was organised
entirely online with varied competitions such as Open Mic, Luminum (Online Photography) and
Syaahi (Online Script Writing), Athena (Debating), Tanzmania (Online Dance Competition)
and Panache (Online Fashion Show). Shivaji alumni Ashtam Neelkanth, Rehan Hooda and
Rajesh Kumar Jha were invited to the Inauguration to share their experiences of the College. In
addition, several online hands-on entrepreneurial activities were conducted through societies such
as Placement Cell, SPADE and Finance and Investment Cell. SPADE, the Socio-Economic
Society of Shivaji College organised the 4th edition of its annual festival, ‘Annual Consortium
for Excellence: Ace of SPADE’ where the 4th edition of the annual research book Arthmanthan
was unveiled. It organised speaker sessions and solution-based documentaries where eminent
speakers were invited. The Internship and Job Fair was also organised by Placement Cell in 2021.

The teaching and non teaching staff are the pillars of excellence of education in an institution.
In order to create strong academic foundations, the faculty members as well as non-teaching staff
are encouraged to update their skills by attending refresher and orientation courses, exchange
programmes and workshops throughout the year. The college and individual departments
organised several international and national webinars, lecture series, workshops and field
visits to provide a platform for the staff and students to engage with eminent speakers. Presently,
129 out of 195 teachers have PhD degrees. Three research projects are being undertaken currently
by the Science departments. Shivaji College is partnering with Himalayan Degree College,
Rajouri, Jammu & Kashmir and Nar Bahadur Bhandari Degree College, Tadong, Gangtok under
the Vidya Vistar Scheme. Till date, we have successfully completed 134 long pending promotions
of various stages. It also gives me immense delight to inform you all that we have prepared
ourselves successfully for the NAAC Second Cycle Accreditation and the process of submitting
the reports would be completed within a few weeks.

With the hope and prayers for a better future of the college, I would like to thank you all for
being with us here today and I am sure that with your best efforts and wishes Shivaji College
would continue to ascend the steps of glory.

Shivaji College Battles the Pandemic

The Covid19 era has enabled digitalisation and upgrade of the College according to organisation
of numerous online events and webinars as well as the shift to digital classrooms. The College
purchased a licensed version of ZOOM for official use and hosts all online lectures on Microsoft
Teams under ‘One DU Flagship Program’. Study material can now be accessed online through
various sources. E-Content repository on the College website ensures easy accessibility to study
materials and enables academic interaction between students and teachers. There is availability of
access to several e-resources for seamless learning which includes online library resources at the
Central Library of Delhi University, access to a special database called N-LIST and DELNET.

E-Learning Cell was constituted for the purpose of keeping the faculty and students updated
on the latest technological advances in ICT. Several training programs were held by this cell.
Two online add-on courses in collaboration with IIT Bombay were introduced for the skill
enhancement of students and faculty members. One week FDP training programmes for teachers
was successfully completed under the aegis of E-Learning Cell. The Research Cell of the college
was strengthened to facilitate and support research interests among faculty members. Under the
aegis of CRC, the College initiated an Intramural Research Scheme with a grant of (upto) Rs
30,000/- to faculty members and students for a year-long minor research project. The College
constituted a Student Grievance Cell to address grievances related to examinations and academic
activities during COVID-19. The College also set up a HELP GROUP comprising students and
senior faculty to assist students in distress. A special NSS Team of Volunteers was constituted to
reach out to students with disabilities. NSS students also formed a task force to give authentic
information about healthcare equipment, services and medicines.

To combat the lack of face-to-face interactions with faculty and students, weekly meetings
with students and the Principal were held to discuss syllabus completion, regularity of classes
held, and so on. Furthermore, teachers diligently furnished weekly reports of their classes through
emails and Google forms.

The pandemic brought with it financial and health issues for many families. Thus, in addition
to the fee concession given every year to students from economically weaker sections of the
society, the College provided a concession of Rs. 6350/- to all the students keeping into
consideration financial challenges faced by many families in the wake of the Covid pandemic.
Covid19 vaccination camp is also being organised by Shivaji College in association with Delhi
University Health Centre (West Campus) for 45+ as well as 18+ age groups.

In 2020-21, the College transitioned to online teaching-learning platforms. In addition, the
College upgraded to the latest technology and online teaching-learning resources. In this spirit,
Shivaji launched SPACE (Shivaji Platform for Academic Connect and Empowerment),
a digital interface and an ERP system that manages College functionalities through online
technology.
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Several national and international webinars, online workshops, hands-on entrepreneurial
training, internship fair and outreach activities have taken place through all Committees.

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ACTIVITIES OF COLLEGE COMMITTEES

1. ADMISSION COMMITTEE

The Admission Committee is one of the core academic committees of the college. It is responsible
for conducting and supervising the admission process as and when delegated by the University
of Delhi. Being the central committee responsible for admissions, it facilitates the procedure of
admissions in various undergraduate and post graduate courses. At present, Shivaji College offers
20 UG and 3 PG courses in Humanities, Commerce, and Sciences. The College also offers one
self-financing course in Business Economics (entrance based). Apart from channelizing regular
meritbased admissions in the aforementioned courses, the committee also streamlines Sports
Admissions and ECA Category admissions.

Dr. Virender Bhardwaj, Convener, assisted and guided all the TICs and co-conveners in
conducting admissions online.

The year 2020 posed a major challenge before the committee in terms of admissions as the
University transferred the entire process to online portals. The process commenced on October
12, 2020 and admissions were done according to cut off lists (and special lists) until January
2021. Various challenges were faced by the students and teachers as the process gained pace.
There was confusion regarding uploading of certificates and documents and due to the prevalent
COVID-19 pandemic, students were finding it difficult to complete the formalities. However,
the committee was successful in resolving the queries to the best of its capabilities. More than
2000 students were admitted to various UG & PG courses through online mode. The committee
ensured smooth processing of applications forms and assisted students in the best possible
manner by handling over more than 500 queries per day through telephonic mode. The College
administration also extended a diligent, helping hand to the committee in ensuring the completion
of the entire admission process in a smooth manner.

2. ALUMNI RELATIONS CELL (ARC)

Alumni Relations Cell, Shivaji College was constituted with the aim of fostering a mutually
beneficial relationship between current and former students. Nishtha Sethi and Vaibhav Sinha co-
founded the cell. The cell’s convenor is Dr. Darshan Pandey. The team is made up of 24 dedicated
individuals from a wide range of backgrounds.

Events conducted in 2020-21:

i. Know Your Alumni- We presented motivational experiences about alums who have
made the College proud via their devotion, hard work, and successful outcomes. Five
new stories were shared and more will be done.

ii. My Experiments with Internships- We motivate and guide other students by
informing them about their classmates and colleagues who had completed internships
at prestigious institutions. Four inspiring stories were shared.

jii. Humans of Shivaji- a project in which the experiences of remarkable individuals,
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instructors, and students from Shivaji College were presented, with the goal of
demonstrating that Shivaji College is not behind and that it has students and teachers
who have made important contributions in nearly every subject. 4 stories were shared
and many more are yet to be shared.

iv. Webinar Series (Unravelling COVID-19: WHATS next?)- in every session, an
experienced alumni spoke about their pandemic experience and how they envision the
world in the future.

V. ARC began a new Webinar series called ‘Discourse with Alumni’ under the leadership
of Chirag Pasricha, where alumni joined and inspired students, shared their stories, and
urged them to pursue the right way.

Vi. ARC held four Webinars, one of which being an international event. Alums like; Mr.
Sanjay Malik, a Kargil veteran with outstanding leadership and mentorship abilities,
Mr. Paritosh Tripathi, who is known for his role as ‘MAMA’ in Super Dancers, and
Dr. Nishith Prakash who is an associate professor of economics at the University of
Connecticut in Storrs, Connecticut, in the United States came and served as mentors and
motivators for the present pupils. Through these Webinars, they were able to reconnect
with previous teachers and have a virtual meet-up too. They deliberated on topics such
as: ‘Life after College’, ‘Social Inclusion, Making Development Sustainable’, and
‘Identifying and Inhibiting Online Embezzlement’.

vii.  ARC began a new project called Buzz with ARC with the supervision and assistance
of our convenor, Dr. Darshan Pandey, in which previous presidents of all societies and
cells appeared live on Instagram and educated students on the traits of a successful
leader. With a semi-formal presentation, it was much more straightforward and clear to
the current pupils.

viii.  ARC has launched the Student Mentorship Program. In SMP, alumni will mentor and
coach students on a one-on-one basis with groups of 10-15 students. Unlike a Webinar,
which is available to the public, this will be a closed session. This will guarantee that
students receive appropriate and individualised coaching in their own classes.

iX. Sessions’ objectives- ARC hopes to establish an Endowment Fund, through which
alumni can contribute to the development of our institution as a way of giving back
to their alma mater. They may also sponsor an EWS or start a new scholarship to
encourage students to participate.

X. ARC is also planning to present to you our very own website. The primary goal will be
to develop a strong alumni base that will help to strengthen and expand the College’s
reputation among reputable institutions and students. One stop for all information
regarding alumni and the College.

3. Anti-Ragging Committee

Xi. Shivaji College is a ragging-free institute of higher education. The Anti-Ragging
Committee takes all necessary measures to prevent ragging in the College premises.
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CCTYV cameras are installed at strategic places in the College for continuous electronic
surveillance of the students. Posters, pamphlets and hoardings that provide helpline
numbers to students are installed in the campus. The Delhi Police also gives intensive
support to accomplish the above-mentioned objectives.

4. CENTRE FOR PROMOTION OF INCLUSIVITY (CFPI)

Centre for Promotion of Inclusivity is an idea, a vision, a space for an inclusive society. Students
at Shivaji College come from diverse backgrounds and different regions, and they opt for different
disciplinary studies. While curricula in certain disciplinary studies offer the scope for discussing
social inequalities based on gender, sexualities, ethnicities, caste/religion, and so on, other studies
seldom offer opportunities to discuss such issues due to curricular constraints. This centre,
therefore, aims to provide a forum — outside the classroom — for deliberating on ideas and praxis
that may promote social inclusion. We take pride in the practices of inclusivity on campus: be it
the special attention given to slow learners in classrooms, fee concessions and scholarships for
economically disadvantaged students, facilities for students with physical and visual impairment,
relaxation given to female students during admissions, and other measures. However, inclusive
practices must also be informed by perspectives that reflect the spirit of democracy. The Centre
for Promotion of Inclusivity (CFPI) was constituted in January 2021 to provide a platform for
deliberating on social issues and identities that subject people to various forms of inequities.

5. EVENTS CONDUCTED IN 2020-21:

i. Instagram Live conducted on June 10, 2021 to commemorate PRIDE Month. On the
occasion of Pride Month, an Instagram live session was conducted by CFPI Shivaji
College, University of Delhi, on June 10, 2021, at 5 PM. Mr. Sanyam Sharma, an
influential personality from LGBTQ+ community was invited as the guest. He is the
Marketing Director at Blued India and also a Beauty Influencer. There were around
100+ viewers and many interacted with the speaker. Mr. Sanyam Sharma highlighted
his idea of Pride and how he’s in favour of the idea of ‘Untagging.’

il. ‘SWIKRITI 2021 - The Annual Diversity Fest’ was organised by the Centre for
Promotion of Inclusivity, Shivaji College on April 22, 2021, which included several
online competitions, namely, 7asavvur - The Photography Competition; Mukhtalif -
Poster-Making Competition; and Anam-cara - Online Writing Expression Competition.
An online workshop on ‘Gender, Sexuality and Unconscious Bias’ was conducted by
Ms. Malavika Goyal, Workshop Facilitator, Centre for Studies in Gender and Sexuality,
Ashoka University. Ms Goyal held the audience in rapt attention with the series of
pictures and questions used as part of the workshops. About 90 students participated
in the workshop. In addition, an online interaction session with renowned wellness
counsellor Mr. Deepak Kashyap was also held. Mr Kashyap reflected on social
exclusions and mental wellbeing. A short film produced by the members of CFPI,
ABHINAT was also screened at the event. The film highlighted our the ‘normativity’ of
heterosexuality. The CFPI has also designed its own website and launched the same at
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the event.

iii. Instagram live was conducted on March 8, 2021 for celebrating the ‘International
Women’s Day’. Presidents of Women’s Development Cell of Shivaji College and Deen
Dayal Upadhyaya College were invited to have a candid conversation with them, for
sharing their experiences etc.

iv. ‘Among Us, With Us’ (Exclusive Stories from Our Inclusive College): An initiative
was launched to invite entries from students of Shivaji College to share their struggle
stories and how they overcame it. These stories will be shared on Centre’s website
which will be launched soon. This initiative is to celebrate the courage and resilience of
the students and to motivate others from such inspiring stories.

V. World Cancer Day was celebrated by releasing a video featuring our students and
informing what little could be done to make the world free of cancer. Discrimination on
the basis of chronic ailment was the main point of focus taken up by the Centre on this
very specific day.

vi. Zero Discrimination Day (Twin Year Celebrations) was celebrated on March 1, 2021
by initiating an Online Campaign on social media where students were encouraged to
stand for Zero Discrimination by ‘Ending Inequalities’ (Theme for year 2021). A poetry
enactment video on ‘Zero Discrimination against Women’ (Theme for year 2020), was
released on the centre’s social media and a new theme was launched for the social
media on the same day.

vii.  CFPI organised its first event Online Orientation Program on January 15, 2021.
119 participants attended the event. The Guest Speaker at the event was Dr. Nidhi S.
Sabharwal, Associate Professor and the In-Charge at the Centre for Policy Research
in Higher Education (CPRHE), National Institute of Educational Planning and
Administration (NIEPA), New Delhi. She spoke on the topic “Student Diversity, Equity
and Inclusion in Higher Education in India”.

6. RESEARCH AND INNOVATION CELL - SHIVAJI COLLEGE

Research and development is the backbone of education. Research helps educationists to recognise
and benefit the opportunities for collaboration, sharing of knowledge, innovative practices and
skills. With this vision, the Research and Innovation Cell works to nurture research culture
among the faculty members and students by encouraging them to pursue research-based activities
in newly emerging and challenging areas. The Research and Innovation Cell has conducted
programmes such as Webinars and workshops throughout the academic session to motivate the
faculty members to undertake research activities. The cell facilitates and supports the faculty
to undertake research projects from various funding agencies. In this line the cell has prepared
a “Handbook of Funding Opportunities for Research and Innovation”, which is available
in “Research” section of the college website. This Handbook is designed to provide guidance
to principal investigators on regulations governing research grants and fellowships awarded
by various national and international research grant agencies. It also sets out the application
procedures, eligibility criteria and outlines the funding and facilities available to grant-holders.

The cell has launched Intramural Research Scheme in this academic session. Under this
scheme the provision to sponsor Minor Research Projects was made. Guidelines and templates
were prepared and approved by competent authority through proper channel. First call to invite
the proposals was made on November 24, 2020 and the call was open till December 30, 2020
which was further extended till January 20, 2021.

Total ten research proposals were received. The proposals, which were in-order were sent
for two independent blind review by eminent experts of national and international repute. Based
on the recommendation of experts the decision for financial assistance to the projects was taken.
Out of ten research proposals received, seven were approved, two were not in order and one was
not recommended by experts. Following due procedures and necessary approvals from competent
authority the Approval Letter, Sanction Order and the Date of Start of the project were issued to
all approved proposals by the cell. In this academic session, the total number of beneficiaries
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from this scheme are 52. Out of which, teacher beneficiaries are 14 and student beneficiaries are

Disha organises various events and activities for all round development of its
members. The events are aimed at improving the speaking and analysing skills of students.

Events conducted in 2020-21:

Quiz has questions from all the topics. Disha tries to offer a similar testing pattern as
in CSE Prelims. Weekly Quiz is curated by Disha’s Council itself to ensure best level
assessment of its members.

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To enhance IT skills of the students and to make them more employable, the
E-Learning Cell collaborated with Spoken Tutorial Project, an initiative by IIT
Bombay. Spoken Tutorial project is the initiative of the “Talk to a Teacher” project
of the National Mission on Education through Information and Communication
Technology, launched by the Ministry of Education, Govt of India. Under this project
the Cell successfully conducted two addon courses in Python and R, in February-March
2021. With the advent of Data Science these courses have become relevant and are very
much in demand. Course completion exam for the same was held online in April, 2021.

For 1% year students admitted in November 2020, MS Teams training sessions were
organised from November 23-25, 2020, to equip the students with necessary skills to
adapt to virtual classrooms. The training provided a hands-on session for students to
effectively engage and collaborate in online sessions.

Centre for Promotion of Inclusivity was constituted in January 2021 with the
support of the IQAC. This rationale behind conceptualising this platform is to offer a
space wherein students can come together and deliberate on issues that are made the
basis of social exclusions. This platform will be driven by students’ initiatives and
organise various forms of sensitization programmes such as workshops, webinars,
online campaigns, student competitions, and so on.

Under University of Delhi’s Vidya Vistar Scheme, Shivaji College has signed
MoU on academic and research cooperation with Himalayan Degree College Rajouri,
J&K and DAV College, Muzaffarnagar in February 2021. This scheme aims at sharing
of resources, academic cooperation and educational collaboration.

The IQAC has also assiduously compiled and submitted the Self Study Report
(SSR) in fulfilment of NAAC requirement for the 2™ cycle of assessment and
accreditation (2015-2020).Despite the setback of the pandemic lockdown, the IQAC
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core committee in collaboration with several Criteria members, and with the support of
various office staff, collected, sorted, and compiled the documents of the previous five
years and submitted the report online.

20. LIBRARY COMMITTEE

The fully computerised library of the College subscribes to 31 newspapers, 18 magazines and 6
journals. Total number of books available in the library is 80,533 apart from 286 Braille Books.
KOHA Library software with RFID system was procured and installed to improve the security
of books in the library. The library management software provides better service to the users,
enabling students to self- issue or return books. College library has membership of Delnet-
Developing Library Network (prime objective is to promote resource sharing among libraries).

21. MAGAZINE COMMITTEE

The Magazine Committee is responsible for supervising the thematic layout and publication of
the College Prospectus and the annual magazine Shivraj. The Prospectus is published usually
in the month of June and it contains crucial information related to the admission process as and
when delegated by the University of Delhi. It consists of dates for cut-off lists, documentation
stages for admission, and various ordinances of the University. It also gives a condensed tour of
the academic and administrative branches and the infrastructure of the College to the freshers.

Shivraj, the annual College magazine, is a souvenir of the creative potential of our students.
Apart from urging the students to hone their creative best in the form of essays, articles and poetry,
the magazine showcases a gallery of activities organised by the departments and committees
throughout the year.

The Magazine Committee takes pride in conveying that it published the College Prospectus
successfully for two consecutive academic years i.e. 2019-20 and 2020-21.
