The fest comprised of four interactive events:

Bookmark:  The Literary Quiz was an inter-college competition. Six teams from various colleges of Delhi University participated in the event. The Quiz questions related to the Shakespearean era, Modern Indian and Foreign authors and their writings.  
The quiz was a hit with the students who learnt about literature and literary persona in a fun and entertaining way.

Guftugu: The Book Discussion with Authors 
 Ms. Adrija Roychowdhury, author of Delhi in Thy Name (2021) and the noted Assamese translator Ms. Papori Goswami, the resource persons gave the audience a peek into the world of translations and books. They urged the audience to discover the world of books by becoming avid reader. Ms. Papori Goswami discussed the importance of knowing one’s language and continuously learning new things about other languages and cultures. She addressed the queries of the audience pertaining to her work and her approach to literary translations. 
Ms. Adrija Roy chowdhary spoke about her debut book, Delhi in Thy Name. Many in the audience had read her book and thus an in-depth discussion ensued with the author. The audience were enamoured by the in-depth historical and cultural details of Delhi that her book threw light on. Ms. Adrija, responded to all the questions of the audience giving an insightful account of the history of Modern Delhi.
